· Have both parent support and player support.

· Ray Meyer indicated that the majority of these kids want to continue to develop and want to move up to AA next year.

· They have a list of 25 players who want to try out other than the boys that are in attendance tonight which also includes 3 goalies.

· These boys grew this on their own by contacting other youth to attempt to get this going.

· Tryout for U18 AA would have been higher if players knew there was a BB team.
